AGREEMENT ON MENTORING SERVICES PROVISION

The common name for both sides hereinafter shall be Contracting parties.
Article 1

The subject of this Agreement is the provision of the standardised mentoring services within the framework of the Programme by the Ministry of Economy - a standardized set of services for micro, small and medium enterprises and entrepreneurs in 2017, which is implemented in partnership with the Development Agency of Serbia (RAS), and through accredited regional development agencies. The process of mentoring is conducted after the RAS methodology, developed in cooperation with the Japan International Cooperation Agency (JICA).

The project envisages provision of a total of ___ hours of mentoring programme, for a period of _________ years. 
Obligations of the Regional agency
Article 2

The Regional agency agrees to, in regards to the implementation of the activities referred in Article 1 of this Agreement, provide ___ hours of free mentoring programme to the Mentoring beneficiary in a period from _________ . 

In this period, the provided hours of mentoring programme will be distributed evenly and in the most optimal way, based on the needs of the Mentoring beneficiary and based on the circumstances set forth during the diagnosing of condition of the Mentoring beneficiary. 
Article 3

The Regional agency shall, when carrying out mentoring services, take care that they do not interfere with and/or hinder the regular operations and activities of the Mentoring beneficiary.  

The Regional agency is committed to fully, and to the best of its ability, present the diagnosed condition to the Mentoring beneficiary in connection with its operations, as well as to offer suggestions for change, compliance and improvement of the activities and operations, in order to achieve better business results.

The Regional agency shall submit a written report on the conducted mentoring activities to the Mentoring beneficiary within 30 days from the date of completion of the mentoring programme. 
Article 4
           The Regional agency is obliged to conduct all activities in good faith, on time and in accordance with the Instructions for conducting mentoring. 
Article 5

All the data related to the business of the Mentoring beneficiary, acquired by the Regional agency during the implementation of the mentoring programme, shall be considered as trade secret and may be used only as part of the report on the conducted mentoring activities, which are submitted to RAS.
Obligations of the Mentoring beneficiary
Article 6.

The Mentoring beneficiary agrees that he will work together with the Regional agency in order to develop a plan of activities for the period from _________, and that he will actively participate in the implementation of mentoring programme, on the basis of instructions given by the Regional agency. 

In connection with the activities referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article, the Mentoring beneficiary will allow smooth conducting of the scheduled mentoring programme in the duration of _____ hours.

The Mentoring beneficiary shall, after each of the activities referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article has been conducted, perform the verification of the presence of mentors, conducted mentoring activities and dedicated mentoring hours, filling in and signing the form which is an integral part of this Agreement. 
Article 7

The Mentoring beneficiary shall, in connection with the activities referred to in Article 6 of this Agreement, submit the necessary information to the Regional agency, in order to achieve the most efficient implementation of mentoring programme.
Article 8

The Contracting parties agree that they are currently sharing important experiences in regards to the fieldwork, operational problems or suggestions for improvement and modification of work.
Article 9

The Contracting parties have agreed that any disputes arising from the implementation of this Agreement shall be solved by mutual agreement.  
In case of dispute, the jurisdiction of the competent court shall be determined.
Article 10

All amendments to the Agreement are valid only if they are made in writing and signed by the Contracting parties.
Article 11
An integral part of this Agreement is in the form Report on the schedule and duration of direct mentoring support to the client, referred to in Article 6, paragraph 3 of this Agreement. 
Article 12
This Agreement shall enter into force and will take effect on the day of signing.
Article 13
The Agreement was drawn up and signed in four identical copies, each of which represents an original and produces the same legal effect.

Each Contracting party retains two copies.
